Unpack the generator from the shipping crate and position on a flat surface, in 
desired area.

First remove the compressor transit brackets.

These can be accessed by removing the generator’s right-hand side and top panels. 

Starting with the top panel, use the 4mm Hex Key 3300407 to loosen the two 
cap screws fixing the top plate to the rear of the generator, then tilt up and slide 

backwards to release the top plate from the generator.

Once the top plate has been removed, use the 4mm Hex Key 3300407 to loosen the 
two cap screws fixing the right-hand side panel to the rear of the generator, then tilt 

outwards and slide backwards to release the side plate from the generator.

With the right-hand side plate removed, use the 4mm Hex Key 3300407 to remove 
the hex bolts holding the compressor door in place, taking care to retain the spring 

washers.

Replace the compressor doors, again using the 4mm Hex Key 3300407.

The transit brackets are located below the compressors and have stickers on them 
stating ‘Remove before use’. To remove the transit brackets, use a 10mm spanner to 
remove the two bolts on each bracket as indicated, then slide the brackets out from 
underneath the compressors. There are three brackets in total. Retain the brackets 

and bolts for future transportation.

Select the appropriate power cable from the fittings kit and plug the IEC 60320/C19 
cable into the power input at the rear of the generator.

Attach the 5/16” PTFE Tubing 3303537 to the fitting attached to the CURTAIN port, 
then attach the  1/4” PTFE tubing 00-1266 to the fittings attached to the SOURCE & 

EXHAUST. Connect the other end of the tubing to the corresponding  
gas inlets of your instrument.

2.	 The PTFE tube supplied in the fittings kit is to allow the generator to be installed 
adjacent to the instrument it is supplying. If the generator is to be installed further 
away from the instrument then attention needs to be paid to pressure drops that could 
occur. The maximum distance away from the instrument the generator can be placed 
using 6mm (4mm internal diameter) or ¼” (3/16” internal diameter) tubing is 10m. For 
further information relating to tubing lengths refer to the Operator Guide.
